Cursillo�(pronounced�kur-see-yo)�is�a�Spanish�word�meaning�‘little’�or�“short�
concentrated�course"�in�Christianity.�It�is�a�world-wide�movement�of�the�Catholic�Church�
that�assists�men�and�women�in�developing�a�relationship�with�Our�Lord�that�may�be�lived�
and�shared.�
